Documenting symptoms in 

thi s incident may provide infonnation that NJOS I-I can use to protect the health of workers in this 

cleanup and in future cleanup efforts. 

The Unified Command encourages your partic ipation in the Worker Roster program and requests 

your cooperation. Part icipati on is vol untary. You will dec ide whether you want to provide this 

information. All data acquired will be kept confidential by CDCfNIOSI-1 in accordance wi th the 

Public Health Service Act (42 U.S .C 241) and the Occupational Safety and Health Act (29 

U.S.C. 669). 

NIOS I-I will provide a fi nal written report to Un ified Command, BIl , its contractors, the workers, 

and federa l and state government agencies. This report will not contain ind ividua l informat ion 

and wi ll be availab le to the public.
